· Leak on Sandy Lane. 2” coupling split. Has been repaired.

· Permits: We have a permit for new installations. Bylaws allow for permits for repairs and renovations.  Will update the permit form to include modifications to the system. 

· Wash water – want to try closing it for a week to see if we can run just 1 pump on the low side to save on electricity, may also keep in cleaner so no need for the vac truck in the fall. Boar approved.

· Leak in middle of the road by Odin. After investigating, it was city water.
