· Willows/Whan delivery – had no water. Blew it out, snaked it & hit block. Replaced about 100’ of pipe and discovered it was just a closed corp stop. Also found quite a bit of Schedule 20 pipe that will need to be replace in winter.

· New a/c unit installed at Morgan. 4 ton. About $11,000

· Having a mouse issue at Morgan. Installing traps.

· Did lab testing for ecoli. Lab implied we could be audited and fined for not doing it 3 times per year. Board decided once a year is enough. Have not received the results yet. 

· Fish screens – getting a quote on refurbishment

· Ki-Be schools – deliveries are capped and they seem to be running off a well. Jason will talk to them.
